PROGRAM UPDATES & RECENT ACHIEVEMENTS

The Food is Medicine Coalition’s Medicare Medically-Tailored Meal Pilot Bill is sfill in
development. This bill is spearheaded by Rep. Jim McGovern (MA-2), fellow Hoosier Rep.
Jackie Walorski (IN-2), and the Food is Medicine Working Group.

Our Readmission Reduction Project with Community Health Network's Community
South Hospital is now in its third year.

October 1st began the third year of grant funding for the Ryan’s Meails for Life project,
serving Medically-Tailored Meals to over 1,000 low-income Persons Living with HIV
across the state.

We opened a satellite office in Austin, IN alongside Dr. William Cooke's family medicine
practice. With this presence of a Partners in Nutrition Indiana (PINI) client coordinator, services
to Hoosiers living with HIV in Scott and Clark Counties will be enhanced through Medical
Nuftrition Therapy.

A new pilot named Your Nutrition for Life serves medically-tailored, ready-to-eat food pantry
boxes to people living with HIV and experiencing housing insecurity.
